Matthew Chapter 2
Traveling
In the second chapter of Matthew, there is a lot of traveling going on. Perhaps your family is did some traveling this past summer. Perhaps other folks are traveling to you. Think of the most epic journey you have ever made. 
Read the second Chapter of Matthew.
In this Gospel Wise Men or Magi come to see Jesus. In the Gospel of Luke it is shepherds. Which one are you more like? Why?

The Magi, or Wise Men traveled about 1000 to 1500 miles to see Jesus. They did it on camels and/or horses. How far are you willing to go to meet Jesus? 

In verse 3 King Herod was frightened and all Jerusalem with him. Why do you think the king was frightened?
Have you ever been afraid of coming changes? Are you eager or a little worried about being in a higher grade this year? Why? 
In the last half of this chapter Verses 13 through the end. Joseph hears a lot from an angel. This again is a contrast to the story in the Gospel of Luke, where Mary hears from the angel. They head off to Egypt which also is different. There are infants massacred; also different. Why do you think Matthew’s story has these details?
Look at Exodus 1:15-23. How does that story relate to this one?
