Matthew, Chapters 3 & 4
Changes
In the third and fourth chapters of Matthew, there is a lot of changing going on. Perhaps you are going through changes right now. Take a moment and think about what changes you have been through in the last year. Think about what changes you expect in the next. What is the biggest change that has come or is coming your way? 
Read Chapters 3 and 4 of Matthew.
Matt 3:4 describes what John was wearing and what he ate. Would that be different from what you wear and eat now? Do you think it is much different from the average folks then? Why?
Matt 3:7 Why do you think John called the Pharisees and Sadducees a brood of vipers? (It would be a good idea to look these two terms up on Wikipedia if you don’t know what they mean.) 
What changes do you think the Pharisees and Sadducees needed to make? 
Matt 3:8 says; “Bear fruit worthy of repentance”. What does that mean to you?
If you don’t know what they mean, look up these words: winnowing fork and chaff.. What do you think John meant in verse 12 when he was talking about Jesus? 

What change did Jesus getting baptized lead him to? 
Matt 4:18-22 Jesus called the first disciples. Scripture tells us that immediately they left what they were doing and followed Jesus. Have you ever had an experience when you totally changed in an instant what you were doing and how your life is going?
