Matthew, Chapters 5, 13-48
Salt and Light
In the rest of chapter 5, Matthew quotes Jesus about salt and light. Then there are lots of instructions on what it means to live correctly. Not so much commandments, but instructions. Remember this is still part of the Sermon on the Mount. So all those “blessed are’s”  from last time are quite connected to everything we read today. 
Write down every use you know for salt.
In what ways are you like salt? 
Imagine the light on top of Pikes Peak. It can be seen for miles. Now if there was a city on that mountain top, how well do you think you could see it? Read verse 16 carefully. What light do you shine? What do people see when they look at you? 
Read verses 21-26. What do you think of these instructions? 
Read verses 33-37. What do you think these verses mean? 
Read verses 38- 42. Can you follow these instructions? How will you do it? 
Read verses 43-48. This might be the most challenging instruction in the whole bible. Is it one you can follow? Why or why not?
