Matthew, Chapter 9b
Healings.
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In chapter 9, Jesus keeps on healing so many people. Let’s see what this might mean for us.  In our last study, Jesus told a Pharisee that those who are well do not need a physician, but the sick do. Certainly all the healed people in these stories fit the description of sick.  What do you need a cure for? 


Read verses 27-31. The two blind men were healed according to their faith. They called Jesus “son of David” which means the recognized him as a descendent of the King David. Do you think they understood he was also God?  Why or why not? 


Jesus told them not to tell anyone, but it seems they paid no attention to that instruction. Why might Jesus have told them that? Why might they have ignored Jesus’ instruction? 
Read verses 32-34.  A demoniac is someone possessed by a demon. Apparently they thought this fellow was mute because of this. What did the Pharisees say about what Jesus did? Were they right? Why or why not? 
Read Verses 35-38 It seems Jesus was very busy going out and doing all this work. When he saw the crowds, Jesus was moved with pity. Why? Is our world today anything like this? Do you sometimes feel like a sheep without a shepherd? Why or why not? 
Jesus told his disciples the harvest is abundant but the laborers few. What do you think he was trying to say to them? 

Might it be your job to work on the harvest? Why or why not? What might your harvest be?
